A list of Presbytery activities submitted to
Nominating Committee. A list of any Synod/GA
Activities submitted to Nominating Committee.

Other areas to be considered by the Nominating Committee:
1. How long person has been in Presbytery.
2. Date(s) his/her/your church has had a GA Commissioner.
3. Be sensitive to age, race, gender, disability.
4. Select person(s) from various areas in Presbytery.
